Boat house roof 
Grade: essential but not has hard as you might think!!
The front section has dipped and needs further support. 4’’x 2’’ timbers needed and        fixing screws for the cladding.

Manpower: 1 or 2***
2 
Kitchen/bar – deep clean 
Grade: indoors not too physical but deeply satisfying!

Remove all items from kitchen cupboards out on to club room floor

Relocate microwaves (all bar 2?) to the back of boat house or hut.

Clean out cupboards and make decisions on sell by dates!!!

Wash floor if feasible before leaving.
Manpower: 2-4

  Balcony – floor/top rail 
Grade: to enhance safety. For someone who likes working with wood! 

Provide replacement wood for top rail and paint to match existing.
Remove rotten floor board section and replace.
Manpower 1-3

Gate – refix gate posts to allow proper closing.
Grade:outdoor in a picturesque canal side setting!
Both posts move so the latch does not locate properly.

Suggest in the first instance we try wedging the posts back in to vertical positions – hammer small bits of wood, possibly cement thereafter.
Manpower 1 or 2.
5 
Changing room – tidy out and sweep.
Grade: challenging but will be appreciated by many.
Paintwork is flaking from ceiling which makes for an unpleasant environment in which to change/leave clothes. (yes I know it is also cold and damp smelling as well)
Essentially a good sweep and clean would improve matters.

Look in to sealing underside of roof to reduce flaking.

Rubbish removal – fridge 
Grade: easy and home by lunchtime!
The old bar fridge serves no useful purpose next to the trees. Needs carrying to the back of my car and removal from the car at Charlton dump (which is becoming the place most families want to visit on a Saturday any way!)

 Trees – remove ivy.
Grade: very easy and faster than you think.
Ivy is gradually killing the trees. If we clear a trip round each tree trunk it will die back over the next year or so.
